S cilem snizit hospodarské a socialni rozdily uvnitF
EHP byly v kvétnu 2004 po dalSim rozsifeni EU vytvo-
reny dva dotacni zdroje: Finanéni mechanismus EHP
a samostatny Finanéni mechanismus Norska. Oba byly
koncipovany tak, aby tvorily doplnék strukturalni po-
moci EU a jsou zaméreny predevsim na oblasti podpo-
ry, které nepokryvaji strukturalni fondy EU. Celkova
vyse fondl EHP je 600 milionl eur.Tyto penize jsou
postupné rozdélovany nejen mezi |0 zemi, které se
pFipojily k EU v kvétnu 2004, ale i Recku, Portugalsku
a Spanélsku.

EEA and Norway assistance
to the Czech Republic

Companies and institutions in the Czech
Republic can obtain financial support not only
through EU structural funds but also from
special funds created by three countries of
the European Free Trade Association (EFTA)
— Norway, Liechtenstein and Iceland. Alongside
the 27 European Union member states, these
countries are part of a wider grouping known
as the European Economic Area (EEA).

With the aim to reduce economic and social dispari-
ties within the EEA, in May 2004, following the further
enlargement of the EU, two grant sources were crea-
ted: the EEA Financial Mechanism (EEA FM) and the
independent Norwegian Financial Mechanism. Both
of them were conceived in such a manner as to form
a supplement to EU structural assistance and are pri
marily focused on the areas of support not covered
by EU structural funds.The total amount of the EEA
funds is 600 million euros.This money is being gradual-
ly divided between the 10 countries that joined the
European Union in May 2004, as well as Greece, Portu-
gal and Spain. Another 567 million euros is being grant-
ed to these countries by the Norwegian Financial Me-
chanism.The two mechanisms are being implemented
step by step over a five-year period finishing in 2009.

Money for the Czech Republic

The Czech Republic signed a Memorandum of Un-
derstanding in 2004 concerning the EEA FM and the
Norwegian funds. As a result, just like other countries
it received the possibility of drawing finance for public-
and private-sector subjects that carry out activities in
the public interest. The total sum the Czech Republic
can draw in the 2004 — 2009 period is 110.91 million
euros (EUR 48.54 million from the EEA FM, and
EUR 62.37 million from the Norwegian FM). Public
administration institutions, non-profit organisations,
private companies and universities can request finan-
cing of projects in priority areas such as preservati-
on of the European cultural heritage, environmental
protection or human resources development. For mo-
re information, visit the website of the Ministry of
Finance of the Czech Republic www.eeagrants.cz.

Creating up the SIRENE Bureau
Training for participation in the SIS

The objective of the project implemented by
the Police of the Czech Republic is to contri-
bute to efficient integration of the SIRENE
National Centre into the Schengen Informati-
on System (SIS) and its utilisation by trained
specialists. The project will help to achieve full
integration of the Czech Republic into the
Schengen area free of border checks at the
internal borders within the area.

Implementation of project “Creating of the SIRENE
National Centre and training of Interior Ministry and
Police experts for the utilisation of the SIS” commen-
ced in January 2007.The project is to be completed
in autumn 2009. Supported by a grant from the Nor-
wegian Financial Mechanism to the amount of 437,750
euros, the project aims to develop a SIRENE National
Centre through which law enforcement in the Czech
Republic will communicate with foreign SIRENE offices
and employ the databases of the Schengen Informati-
on System (SIS). The project is implemented in close
cooperation with the Norwegian Police.

Manifesting benefits

“The core task is to train the staff of the SIRENE Na-
tional Centre to fulfil the assignments ensuing from
participation of the Czech Republic in the SIS, to train
specialists at the Ministry of Interior and the Police,
and to contribute to successful implementation of the
Schengen evaluation process in the areas of SIS/SIRENE
as well as timely implementation of the Schengen ac-
quis related to the SIS,” Ivo Malecha, head of the
SIRENE National Centre, lists the objectives of the
project. Beside the above, the project will also broaden
co-operation between Czech law enforcement and
partners from other SIRENE offices in other Schengen
countries.The already evident benefits of the project
include the training of more than a thousand police
officers and positive evaluations of the Czech Republic
in the areas of SIS/SIRENE, which are the basic stepp-
ing stones for full-fledged membership of the country
in the Schengen area, free of border checks at the in-
ternal borders.

Obnova zamku Blansko

Projekt obnovy a uchovani kulturni pamatky
zamku Blansko byl spolufinancovan z Financ-
niho mechanismu EHP, a to grantem ve vysi
282 839 EUR. Celkova investice méla dosah-
nout astky zhruba 332 752 EUR.

Renesanéni zamek Blansko pochazi z roku 1604 a vzni-
ki pFestavbou gotické tvrze. Od 8. stoleti byl ve vlast-
nictvi rodu Salm-Reifferscheidtd, ktefi rovnéz po roce
1989 usilovali o jeho navraceni.V zamku se od roku
1969 nachazi muzeum Blanenska, v ramci néhoz jsou
predstaveny expozice dekorativni a uZitkové litiny 19.
a 20. stoleti, vyvoje méfici techniky a historie Morav-
ského krasu. Zamek ma étyrkridlovou dispozici s vniti-
nim obdélnikovym nadvorim a piliFovymi arkadami.
Ozdobou zamku je stit ve stylu holandské renesance,
ktery se v ramci ziskanych dotaci také dockal své opravy.

Dalsi opravy uz letos

Rekonstrukce zamku Blansko zacala v kvétnu 2007

a dokoncena byla za necelych pét mésict. Stavebni pra-
ce zahrnovaly opravu vnéjsich omitek zamku a novy
natér fasady, novou krytinu stfechy véetné vymény
latovani, opravu cifernikd hodin, restauratorské prace
na kamennych prvcich, natér oken a dveri, izolace za-
klad@, vyménu a opravu klempifskych vyrobkd a opra-
vu hromosvodu. ,,Na tuto dokonéenou prvni etapu
bude navazovat pripravovana druha, na jejiz pripravu
mésto ziskalo také dotaci z Finanénich mechanisma
EHP/Norska, tentokrat ve vysi 8 280 EUR. Z této do-
tace budou hrazeny projektové prace na pripravu sta-
vebnich projektl a Zadosti o dotaci. Pfedpokladany
rozsah praci bude cca |3 mil. K& uzavira mistosta-
rosta mésta, lvo Polak.

Restoration of Blansko Castle

The project involving the restoration and
preservation of the historic Blansko Chateau
landmark had been co-financed from the EEA
Financial Mechanism through a grant amoun-
ting to 282,839 euros.The total investment is
expected to reach the approximate sum of
332,752 euros.

The Renaissance facade of the Chateau Blansko dates
back to 1604 and is the result of a reconstruction
of the previous gothic castle. From the |8th century
onwards it had been in the ownership of the Salm-
-Reifferscheidt family which, after 1989, has been see-
king its return. Since 1969, the chateau has housed
the Blansko museum with its collection of utility and
decorative cast iron from the 19th and 20th century
and displays depicting the development of measuring
technology and the origins of the Moravian karst area.
The chateau has a four-wing design and a rectangular
inner courtyard with pillar arcades.The castle is adorn-
ed with a Dutch renaissance-style facade which, as
expected, will also be restored in the framework of
the acquired grant.

Further renovations expected for this year
The restoration of Chateau Blansko started in May
2007 and was completed within less than five months.
The refurbishment encompassed repairing and painting
the fagade, providing a new roof — including complete
replacement of the lathes — the restoration of the
watch face of the clock, conservation work on stone
fixtures, painting windows and doors, insulating the
foundations, the replacement and repair of the exter-
nal plumbing and mending the lightning conductors.
“This finished first phase will be followed by a second
phase which is now being prepared and for which the
city has already drawn a grant from the EEA and Nor-
wegian Financial Mechanisms — this time amounting
to 8,280 euros. It will cover the project documenta-
tion for the construction project and the grant request.
The estimated cost of this project roughly amounts
to |3 million K¢&,” concludes Ivo Novak, the deputy
major of the city.
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Hrad Usték - Pansky dvar

Jadro zachovalych budov méstského hradu

v Ustéku vzniklo v posledni tietiné 14. stoleti.

Hrad byl zbudovan tésné p¥i namésti v jiz vznik-
Iém mésté a z tohoto pohledu jde o opravdovy
unikat. Pamatka ale dlouhou dobu chatrala. Ny-
ni se ji poda¥i zachranit diky dotacim.

Hrad v Ustéku byl mnohokrat réizné opravovan a pre-
stavovan, a to jiz od gotiky.V prvni &asti |6. stoleti by-
la hlavni budova doplnéna velkym salem v druhém
patie.V roce 1779 byl hrad prodan pravovare¢nému
méstanstvu a byl uZivan jako sladovna. Po roce 1945
hrad chatral vinou necitlivych stavebnich zasaht a by-
la narusena i jeho statika.

Od statiky po stiechu

Statické zajisténi budov se podafilo zajistit z finanénich
zdroja Usteckého kraje a Ministerstva kultury CR.

V soucasnosti probiha jiz 3. etapa zachrany tohoto
vzacného objektu. Je financovana z FM EHP a vyse do-
tace predstavuje 358 737 EUR. ,,Ukolem této faze je
stavba nové strechy palace a schodisté ve vézi,” Fika
starosta U¥t&ku Bohumir Jasansky. ,,Prace na stavbé
stiechy, ktera na hlavni budové hradu chybéla nékolik
desetileti, jsou od letosniho Gnora v plném proudu. Ob-
jekt byl totiz dlouhou dobu zcela bez zastFeSeni az do
devadesatych let, kdy tu byla vyrobena provizorni
stiecha.” Nova stiecha, ktera vychazi z historickych
pramend, a schodisté by podle pivodné stanoveného
planu mély byt hotovy v poloviné pristiho roku. Po do-
konéeni téchto praci bude nasledovat 4. — zavérecna
etapa oprav, a ta by méla zajistit, aby komplex hradnich
budov slouZzil ke spole¢enskym a kulturnim Géeldm.

Town Castle Usték

The preserved houses of Usték‘s town centre
date back to the 14th century.The town had
been established for some time when the castle
was built on the edge of its square and this ma-
kes the castle quite unique. After suffering long
years of neglect, the historic monument is now
about to be saved thanks to several subsidies.

Ever since the gothic era the castle has undergone
numerous repairs and reconstructions. In the first
part of the |6th century the main building was ex-
tended by the addition of a large hall on its second
floor. In 1779 the castle was sold to the brewing
right-holding burghers and served as a malt house.
After 1945 the castle fell into disrepair as a result
of botched architectural adjustments that led to the
structure of the building being impaired.

Structural faults and a bad roof

It proved possible to secure the necessary finances
to safeguard the structure of the castle buildings
from the Usti nad Labem Regional Authority and
the Czech Ministry of Culture. Now the third phase
of the rescue of this rare building is underway. It is
being financed by the EEA Financial Mechanism with
a grant amounting to 358,737 euros.“The purpose
of this phase is the building of a new roof for the pala-
ce building and the renovation of the tower steps,’
says Usték mayor Bohumir Jasansky.“Construction
work on the roof of the main building — which was
missing for several decades — has been in full swing
since February 2008. For a very long time the building
was left entirely without any form of roofing — up
until the nineties when it was fitted with a makeshift
roof.” The completion of the new roof — the design of
which is derived from historical sources — as well as
the stairs is planned for the middle of next year. After
the work is finished, this will be followed by a fourth
— and final — phase of repairs which should prepare
the castle buildings for social and cultural purposes.

1962 sbirku knih, periodik a dalSich publikaci

o Praze.Z velké &asti se jedna o knihy historic-
ké, vzacné a jedineéné. Rada vnéjsich vliva viak
nepfispiva k jejich dobrému fyzickému stavu.
Proto vznikl projekt HISPRA, ktery usiluje o di-
gitalizaci a zachovani téchto dokument. Cel-
kovy rozpocet projektu je 507 740 EUR, z nichz
403 552 EUR je udéleny grant z FM Norska.

Cilem projektu HISPRA je zichrana historickych pra-
gensijnich a dalSich cennych dokumentt z fondu Mést-
ské knihovny v Praze.Ta vlastni vice nez 20 tisic svazkd
vzacnych a historickych pisemnosti, které jsou svym
obsahem unikatniho charakteru. Kromé fondu pragen-
sijniho se jedna také o fondy teatralni, hudebni, umé-
novédné a dalsi literatury. Jedinou moZnosti, jak tyto
dokumenty zachovat budoucim generacim a umoznit
uZzivatelim praci s nenahraditelnymi informacemi v nich
obsaZenymi, je poridit jejich digitalni kopie.

Od Fijna pro verejnost

Digitalizace podstatné rozsiFi moznosti vyuziti doku-
mentd, zjednodusi praci s nimi a poskytne informace
vyrazné SirSimu okruhu uZivateld knihovny. U&elem
projektu bylo vytvorit digitalizaéni pracovisté s potie-
bnou technikou, vybavenim a odbornym personalem.
Postupné pak digitalizovat vzacné a historické doku-
menty na tomto samostatném pracovisti a zpFistupnit
digitalizované dokumenty prostiednictvim internetu
verejnosti, coz by se mélo stihnout do Fijna tohoto
roku, vysvétluje Eva Mérinska, vedouci oddéleni digita-
lizace Méstské knihovny v Praze. Od podzimu by poté
méla probéhnout rovnéz rozsahla medializace projek-
tu. Projekt byl zahdjen v dubnu 2007. Béhem necelého
roku vznikly nové prostory digitaliza¢niho strediska

a slavnostné byly otevreny 31.ledna 2008.

HISPRA - preservation
of historical documents

Since 1962 the Municipal Library in Prague has
been building up a collection of books, periodi-
cals and other publications about Prague. It
largely consists of historical, rare and unique
books. However, a number of external impacts
negatively affect their physical condition and
therefore the HISPRA project was created to
work towards the digitalisation and preserva-
tion of these precious documents.The project’s
total budget is 507,740 euros of which 403,552
euros is in the form of a grant from the Norwe-
gian Financial Mechanism.

The HISPRA project aims to preserve historical Pra-
gensia and other rare documents from the collection
of the Municipal Library in Prague.The library owns
more than 20,000 volumes of rare and historical
written materials whose contents possess a unique
nature. Besides the Pragensia collection, it also con-
cerns theatre, music, art and literature collections.
The only way of preserving these documents for futu-
re generations and making it possible for users to
work with the invaluable information contained in
them is to make digital copies.

From October available to the public
Digitalisation will significantly extend the possibilities
of making use of the documents, simplify work with
them and provide information to a much wider circle
of library users.“The project’s aim was to create a di-
gitalised workplace with the necessary technology,
equipment, hardware and specialist staff. Rare and
historical documents will be gradually digitalised in
this independent workplace and the digitalised docu-
ments made available to the public over the internet.
This should be successfully accomplished by October
2008,” explains Eva Mé&Finska, head of the Digitalisa-
tion Department of the Municipal Library in Prague. In
the autumn an extensive media campaign promoting
the project is scheduled to begin.The project was
launched in April 2007.Within less than a year the
new digitalisation centre had originated and it was
ceremonially opened on 31st January 2008.

Safe access to information from anywhere and
at any time, simplification of operating proce-
dures for all users, minimising the need for per-
sonal interactions and the creation of a modern
institution with a Europe-wide reach - these
are the principal advantages of the Central
Bohemia On-Line (CBOL) - Intranet project
for which the Region of Central Bohemia ac-
quired a grant from the Norwegian Financial
Mechanism.

The main objective of the project is to make the infor-
mation system of the regional authority more effecti-
ve. In this particular case it means the elimination of
auxiliary records or at least minimising such records,
putting a halt to input data being entered repeatedly,
limiting the passing over of data and information on
paper and the speeding up of working procedures.
The Intranet project is closely connected with the
CBOL - Internet project which is currently also being
implemented. The difference between the two projects
consists in the internet part being aimed at citizens
and the public at large, while the intranet part encom-
passes the internal network environment of the regio-
nal office.

An increase in user-friendliness

The project is being implemented by the Central Bo-
hemia Regional Office in the framework of provision
3.1.— Support and development of the provision of
government services by means of IT technologies on
a regional and local level.“The upgrading of the server
will lead to an improvement in the user-friendliness
of the information system of the Regional Office,an
increase in the amount of information supporting its
activities and will ultimately also provide everyone
putting their efforts into the project’s implementation
with a certain sense of satisfaction,” said Irena Sumovs,
desk-officer at the Regional Office.

Modernisation and furnishing
of Primary school in P¥ibram

Following a lengthy reconstruction and reno-
vation, the Jiraskovy sady Primary School in
P¥ibram reopened at the beginning of last Sep-
tember. The project’s draft budget was 331,800
euros 85% of which is covered by a grant from
the Norwegian Financial Mechanism (FM).

Between 2004 and 2006 the Jiraskovy sady Primary
School in Pribram underwent extensive refurbishment.
In 2007 this was followed by further modernisation,
which was co-financed from a grant from the Norwe-
gian FM and primarily concerned the school’s additio-
nal furnishing with state-of-the-art study aids and
partial renovation of interiors.

New equipment and system

“The specific renovation measures include, for exam-
ple, the creation of a new computer studies class-
room. In addition, pupils now have — weather permitting
— the opportunity to study in a new outdoor class-
room. A wireless network for internet access has also
been created throughout the interior of the school,
as well as in the outdoor classroom,” says Dr. Josef
Rihak, Mayor of Pifibram. Impressive too is the fitting
of 10 classrooms with interactive boards, the outdo-
or sports grounds, the furnishing of 10 classrooms
with height-adjustable desks and tables, as well as the
replacement of heating units and renovation of floors.
The music room and art study have been updated too.
Part of the premises has been newly painted. At the
primary school, an information system for interac-
tive pupil — teacher — school management — parents
— grantor (the Municipal Authority) communication
has been installed. Pupils can find in the system, for
example, study materials or the curriculum timetable,
while parents can obtain information about their child-
ren’s grades or attendance.Also important are the
school’s plans for the future.The project has created
the basis for the provision of lifelong education to
the region’s inhabitants. In compliance with European
trends, this objective will be focused on various groups
of students including those with special needs.
